Schedule D – Data Sharing Principles 
The Parties agree to apply the Office of the National Data Commissioner (ONDC) Best Practice Guide 
to Applying Data Sharing Principles, as updated from time to time.  

The Data Sharing Principles are based on the Five Safes Framework, which is an internationally 
recognised approach to disclosure risk management.  

The five Data Sharing Principles are: 

a) Project – data is shared for an appropriate purpose that delivers a public benefit. 

b) People – the user has the appropriate authority to access the data. 

c) Settings – the environment in which the data is shared minimises the risk of unauthorised use or 
disclosure. 

d) Data – Appropriate and proportionate protections are applied to the data. 

e) Outputs – the output from the data sharing arrangement is appropriately safeguarded before 
further sharing or release.  

Different levels of controls should be applied under each of the principles depending on the context 
of the data sharing and its sensitivity.  
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
